Olga Yurievna is the first female Minister of Education and Science in the Russian Federation
(2016-2018), as well as the first Minister of Education of the Russian Federation (2018-2020).
During her work at the ministerial post, astronomy classes were returned to the school curricu-
lum, key principles for updating federal state educational standards were developed, large-scale
popularization of chess among schoolchildren began, the vector of returning the status of one
of the stages of scientific activity to postgraduate studies was set, and the implementation of the
National Project “Education” began.

Olga Yurievna is the author of more than 160 scientific papers, including 8 monographs. Under
her leadership, 3 doctors of sciences and 29 candidates of sciences defended their theses.

The sphere of her scientific interests is the history of state-confessional relations in the XX cen-
tury. She is a member of the International Association of the History of Religions, defended her
doctoral thesis on the topic “The Russian Orthodox Church in the Politics of the Soviet State in
1943-1948.

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— In 2023, the Russian Academy of Education turns 80 years old. What changes and direc-
tions of development in the field of education in Russia in recent years are the most impor-
tant for RAE?

— RAE is one of the four state academies of Sciences of the Russian Federation, the successor of
the Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of the RSFSR, established in 1943 with the aim of restoring
the Russian economy, training highly qualified personnel, elaborating scientific approaches to
the development of education system. One of its main tasks at the first stage was “to promote the
development of public education in the country and the dissemination of pedagogical knowledge
among the people.”

Within the walls of the Academy, subject methods were created, which became a truly golden
fund of the national school. The staff of the Academy conducted practical work on the basis of 26
experimental schools, where they gave lectures on pedagogy, psychology and private methods.
Since the Academy was established in the days of the Great Patriotic War, peaceful and military
topics were intertwined in the plans of its research work. From the first steps of its activity, the
Academy sought to combine scientific work and pedagogical practice. This goal remains relevant
today.

The mission of the Russian Academy of Education is to promote the development of the sciences
of education in our country, to improve the quality of education, as well as to unite the scientific
and pedagogical community.

Since its establishment, RAE has been engaged in training scientific personnel and coordinates
scientific work in the field of pedagogy and psychology in our country, conducts scientific ex-
pertise, creates textbooks and manuals, distributes scientific pedagogical knowledge, studies rel-
evant experience.

At the same time, RAE, as a specialized scientific, methodological, prognostic and expert center,
pays special attention to the issues of teacher training. It is the teachers who will have to respond
to the challenges of the time, lay down the meanings and values on which the development of our
country depends and, I will not be afraid of these big words, its security.

The moral position of a teacher in our age of rapid changes and global challenges is an objective
guarantee of the sustainability of society’s development. The founder of Russian scientific peda-
gogy, K.D. Ushinsky, whose 200th birthday we celebrate in the Year of the Teacher and Mentor,
emphasized: “The influence of the educator’s personality on the young soul is the educational
force that cannot be replaced by textbooks, moral maxims, or a system of punishments and re-
wards.”

And here I cannot fail to mention the large-scale monitoring of teacher education conducted
by our scientists. We have studied 2.6 thousand pedagogical training programs, according to
which 202 thousand students from 139 universities of our country study. Almost 92% of teach-
ing students in our country study in bachelor’s degree, 8% — in master’s degree, and only 0.22%
— in specialty programs. The main conclusion is that in most universities, in general, the quality
meets all standards. But there are some nuances. According to the results of the analysis of the
undergraduate curricula, it was found that 27% have no research practice. Yes, according to cur-
rent norms, it is not mandatory, but if we do not develop these skills at the university, will such a
teacher be able to organize the research activities of schoolchildren?

I keep repeating, and the study confirmed the correctness of these words: we need to introduce
more five-year programs for future teachers, four years of training is not enough for them. An-
other of his conclusions: master’s degree programs require close attention, rethinking approaches.
Based on the results of monitoring, our scientists are preparing advanced training programs for
university staff responsible for the content of the education of future teachers.
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In April of this year, with the participation of the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia,
the Russian Historical Society and RSUH (Russian State University of Humanities), we launched
a professional development program for university teachers teaching a course on Russian history
in non-historical specialties and directions. More than 800 teachers from all federal districts of
our country took part in the training.

Another serious step made with the support of the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia
is the creation of a Federal Resource Center for psychological services in the higher education
System on the basis of RAE. Our scientists coordinate the organization and work of psychological
services of universities throughout the country, provide advisory and methodological support.
What else would I like to say? The Center for Spiritual and Moral Education and Theology of
RAE conducted a large-scale All-Russian survey of 8526 high school students dedicated to coun-
tering extremism in schools. Why is this work so important? Today, the role of education in pre-
serving the ideological unity of our country is increasing. The results obtained by RAE scientists
show that the majority of Russian high school students share the traditional values of our society.
At the same time, a number of answers require close attention from both the professional com-
munity and the executive authorities. We strive to help our teachers and provide them with the
most modern, scientifically based and effective methods of educational work.

We are systematically strengthening our work with our new regions, which need to be supported
to fully integrate into the unified educational space of Russia. Therefore, scientists of the Center
for the Development of Inclusive Education of RAE conducted a study of the conditions of edu-
cation for children with disabilities in 1236 educational organizations of the LPR (Luhansk Peo-
ple’s Republic) and DPR (Donetsk People’s Republic). The analysis showed the need to update
the material base and the organization of a “barrier-free environment”, to provide educational
organizations with personnel, including tutors and psychologists.

— One of the key problems of modern Russian education is the insecurity of teachers in the
legal field. What tools does RAE have to work in this direction?

— I do not agree with the fact that teachers are not protected by law. More often the difficulties
lie in the fact that the teacher does not know his rights. There is the Labor Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, the Federal Law “On Education in the Russian Federation”, the entire regulatory
framework. It is very important to use it correctly, protect and defend your rights.

In autumn of 2022, together with the All-Russian Trade Union of Education, we opened a labo-
ratory for studying the problems of continuous development of pedagogical personnel, which
became part of the Center for the Development of Pedagogical Education of RAE. Among the
priority areas of research going on in the laboratory are the structure, norms and dynamics of
changes in teachers’ working conditions, its effectiveness and productivity; human resources and
the labor market of teachers in the regions; motivation, dynamics of values and culture of teach-
ers’ work, socio-cultural conditions of their life. Of course, within these areas, we will also pay
attention to what teachers say about their legal literacy, whether the legality of their working
conditions is controlled.

We also have an actively working Center for Educational Legislation and Law Enforcement Is-
sues, which interacts with legislators and relevant executive authorities. Today, the scientists of
the Center analyze the practice and the most important regulations in the field of education, se-
lect and summarize proposals for improving the relevant legislation, provides targeted assistance
to educational organizations — our innovative platforms, increases the legal culture of partici-
pants in the educational process.
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The Center provides expert opinions on documents of federal ministries, proposals for amend-
ments to federal laws, and also develops a series of lectures and conducts training seminars on
the topic: “Educational legislation: a source of problems or a field of opportunities?” for RAE
community on the VKontakte social network. Soon our subscribers will be able to get acquainted
with them.

We have also launched a joint project with the media on legal education of teachers.

— In modern society, we often observe such a phenomenon as juvenile delinquency. This
problem concerns not only law enforcement officials. It can be solved only through the joint
efforts of teachers, psychologists, parents and representatives of commissions on juvenile af-
fairs. What, in your opinion, should be done to reduce child and adolescent crime and what
developments related to this problem can the Russian Academy of Education offer?

— Our colleagues have previously voiced statistics: over the past 10 years, the number of juvenile
convicts who are serving sentences in educational colonies has decreased by 4.5 times.

In order to support this positive trend, it is worth strengthening the block of social advertising
aimed at preventing illegal actions, strengthening this direction, for example, within the frame-
work of the course of life safety and social studies, as well as preparing advanced training courses
for teachers corresponding to modern challenges. Every teacher, including within the framework
of mentoring and educational activities, can contribute to the common good by his example and
work, so that children successfully socialize and are not subjected to destructive influences.

— It is no secret that many parents do not have sufficient knowledge to raise children, can-
not find a common language with teenagers, understand their problems to help overcome
them. In this case, we are talking about the parenting of adults, about giving them the knowl-
edge necessary for the upbringing of a child. Do we need parental education today and what

should it be?

— Parental education is certainly necessary. For more than a year, we have been conducting sev-
eral online projects at the Academy, aimed not only at educators and teachers, but also at parents.
One of the most interesting of them is “Academic evenings”. The guests of these live broadcasts
are not only academicians and corresponding members of RAE, we also invite well-known scien-
tists and experts from the pedagogical environment to participate. Our goal is to share the results
of advanced scientific research, verified data. Why is this important? Unfortunately, today it is
often forgotten that education begins in the family, that responsibility for it cannot be completely
shifted to teachers and educators. And so that our parents can competently build their interac-
tion with the child, know how to go through crisis moments with him, and when it is absolutely
necessary to show him to a specialist, it is important that in their decisions and actions they rely
on scientific data, evidence-based information, and not the advice of random people from the In-
ternet. And here our scientists come to their aid, who give practical advice in an accessible form
and debunk popular myths.

— At present, the Federal State Educational Standard of basic general education includes the
study of legal issues in the framework of the discipline “Social Studies”. Do you think there is
a need to single out a separate (possibly optional) discipline “Law”, where the basics of legis-
lation would be taught to schoolchildren in direct connection with life practice?
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— In this matter, it is important not how many hours are taught, but how. And here it is very
important to work with a teacher, a lot depends on him.

Of course, practical knowledge is very important and it is very difficult to give them within the
existing hours of Social studies. It is good when “Law” is singled out as a separate subject in spe-
cialized classes, but we also have extracurricular activities, which are mandatory from elemen-
tary school, and it is wonderful if it is within the framework of this work that there will be hours
dedicated to the analysis of legal situations, the opportunity to invite lawyers, practitioners.

As for updating Social studies programs, let me remind you that the President of the Russian
Federation Vladimir Putin instructed the Government, together with the Presidential Adminis-
tration, the Russian Academy of Sciences and the Russian Historical Society, to submit by Sep-
tember 1, 2023 proposals for the development of textbooks and manuals on History and Social
Studies corresponding to federal work programs.

Today, much attention is paid to the revision of approaches to the course of social studies. RAE
experts say that a significant part of specialized teachers know the content of the subject, pays
great attention to familiarizing students with the Constitution of the Russian Federation and
other documents of public importance, strives to implement state guidelines for creating condi-
tions for the formation of citizenship and spirituality.

At the same time, there are difficulties with the continuity of middle and high school programs,
not enough attention is paid to the study of law, generalization of information about cognition,
science and spiritual culture, outdated information about the processes taking place in Russian
society and in the world is often given in educational and methodological literature, some new
phenomena are not covered in it. But the most important problem is the problem of value ori-
entations. It is important to formulate the fundamental value core of the course, which perme-
ates all lines of educational content. It is advisable to return to the question of what worldview
approaches should underlie this course, what concepts are fundamental, and what activities sys-
tematize and build the development of schoolchildren.

We have to state that over the years of development in domestic schools and methodological
search in universities and institutes, social studies has not found a single core around which stu-
dents activities and educational content would be built. And this is one of the most important
subjects for the formation of the worldview of the younger generation.

Here I would like to recall the results of the analysis of all dissertations on pedagogical sciences
defended from 2011 to 2020, defended under the leadership of the Vice-President of RAE, Acad-
emician of RAE Vladimir Mikhailovich Filippov. Our scientists have studied 9,749 dissertations,
of which 869 are doctoral, 8,880 are PhD.

What did the analysis show? In the first place in terms of the number of defended works is a
toreign language. Much less defended on the methodology of teaching literature, history, geogra-
phy. And almost no dissertations were defended on topics such as education, family and school
interaction.

In the areas that shape a person and a citizen, we have a big failure. The key conclusion we draw
is that in Russia in recent years there has been a difficult situation with a shortage of highly quali-
fied specialists — candidates and doctors of sciences - in the field of teaching methods of the most
important subjects for our state.

RAE has a vision and even developments on how this situation can be changed. In April, the
decision of the Presidium approved the criteria of evidence for dissertation research in the field
of education sciences. Thanks to the support of the Higher Attestation Commission, they are al-
ready available to graduate students, doctoral students, members of dissertation councils, scien-
tific supervisors and advisors in organizations where dissertations are being prepared, the expert
council of the Higher Attestation Commission on Pedagogy and Psychology.
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Another tool we are ready to offer is research topics in the areas of training highly qualified per-
sonnel in pedagogy and psychology. The project with a list of topics has been submitted for wide
scientific and public discussion and is available for review on RAE website.

These are broad topics, not specific topics. The work is primarily aimed at helping graduate stu-
dents: thanks to the list, they can find out which research topics in the field of education sciences
are really in demand today, which developments are lacking, and which areas are outdated.

— After refusing to participate in the Bologna process, how does RAE see the new system of
Russian education?

— Today we need the domestic model of higher education to be able to systematically develop
and improve, taking into account the diversity of territories and the specifics of our country’s
industries, historical and cultural features of the development of the education system in differ-
ent periods.

In May of this year, the President of the Russian Federation Vladimir Putin signed the Decree
“On Certain Issues of Improving the System of Higher Education”, which suggests the establish-
ment of two levels of higher education - basic and specialized, as well as one level of professional
education - postgraduate studies in a pilot mode in six Russian universities.

At the level of specialized higher education, training will be carried out under master’s degree,
residency training and assistant internship programs.

According to colleagues in the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia, today it is impor-
tant to move away from opposing bachelor’s degree and specialty to flexible programs — simply
increasing the duration of training to five years in all areas of training will not automatically
improve the quality. The challenge is that education today must maintain a balance between the
tundamentals and the practical benefits of knowledge in a changing labor market.

— At one time, the place and role in the school curriculum of such subjects as “Funda-
mentals of religious cultures and secular ethics”, “Fundamentals of the spiritual and moral
culture of the peoples of Russia” were widely discussed. How do you assess the state of these
subject areas today?

— The subject “Fundamentals of the spiritual and moral culture of the peoples of Russia” is a
logical continuation of the subject area “Fundamentals of religious cultures and secular Eth-
ics”. Such continuity helps to solve the problem of spiritual and moral education of the younger
generation on the basis of our traditional values, to develop students’ motivation for a conscious
moral choice, to form a responsible civic position, an understanding of the connection of their
lives with the fate of their country. At the same time, the decisive role here belongs to the teach-
er: an informal approach is extremely important when teaching this subject.

Previous experience in the implementation of the “Fundamentals of the spiritual and moral
culture of the peoples of Russia” in the regions showed that most often this subject is taught in
schools by teachers of literature and history. Now we are working to unite teachers of the subject
“Fundamentals of Religious Cultures and Secular Ethics” and “Fundamentals of Spiritual and
Moral Culture of the peoples of Russia” throughout the country, to create an All-Russian asso-
ciation. I am sure that such close cooperation will allow teachers to share with each other both
difficulties and best practices and techniques, to develop a unified approach to teaching this
subject in the country with the addition of a regional component.

I will add that ORCSE - FRCSE (Fundamentals of Religious Cultures and Secular Ethics) is
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developing in accordance with the requirements of the time. As you know, schoolchildren are
taught according to the new manual “Fundamentals of Orthodox Culture’, in the preparation of
which [ participated as a scientific editor. Within the framework of this course, the trends of the
time are taken into account, and as an addition to the textbook, ten short episodes of the series
“Girl and Robot” were created by order of the Synodal Department of Religious Education and
Catechesis of the Russian Orthodox Church, dedicated to the basic concepts and topics of the
textbook, which are served through the attempts of the girl Kristina to “humanize” her robot
friend. This additional material allows you to simply and interestingly invite children to talk
about complex philosophical issues. Let’s say why it is important for us to study and work.

The course is designed for children aged 10-11. This is the age when a child is extremely recep-
tive to any information. It is often during this period that questions related to faith and religious
morality in their cultural refraction are first put before the student.

The main thing we are working on — and the efforts of everyone are really important here: teach-
ers, specialists from other specialized fields, and families — is the education of children’s civic con-
sciousness and respect for Russian culture, the formation in children of ideas about those moral
norms and values that are traditional for our society.
