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Our Priority is to Support Teachers

Minister of Education of the Russian Federation, Doctor Sci. (Pedagogy),
Associate Professor

Kravtsov Sergey Sergeevich

gives an interview to the editor-in-chief Panova Inna Viktorovna

S.S. Kravtsov has been the Minister of Education of the Russian Federation since 2020. Under
his leadership, global work continues in the country to form and strengthen a unified educa-
tional space, which includes the creation of high-quality educational programs, infrastructural
and technological conditions for learning, regardless of where children live.

Special attention is paid to the initiative declared by the President of Russia V.V. Putin unprec-
edented programs for the construction and overhaul of schools, thanks to which, among other
things, the third shift was eliminated. Work on the construction of kindergartens has also been
successfully continued, which has significantly increased their accessibility. In recent years, work
has increased on the implementation of the national Education project, one of the accents of
which is to create conditions for schoolchildren to receive high-quality additional education.
Under him, educational programs in schools and colleges expanded. The work is carried out
systematically, with great attention being paid to the comprehensive development of the child’s
personality and familiarization with traditional spiritual and moral values: school theaters, sports
clubs are being created in institutions, career guidance work with children is being carried out.
During S.S. Kravtsov’s work at the ministerial post, large-scale events of the Year of Teacher and
Mentor were held, aimed at increasing the prestige of the teaching profession. More than 17 mil-
lion people have become their participants. In addition, the concept of “educational service” has
been eliminated at the legislative level, the bureaucratic burden on teachers has been reduced,
and social support measures for teachers have been expanded.

The minister was one of the first to visit new regions of Russia, communicated with teachers and
parents on the ground. This made it possible to pinpoint the priority issues and required solu-
tions. Thus, the comprehensive integration of new regions into the Russian educational space is
being carried out, the educational literature and the material base of educational organizations
are being updated, the qualifications of teachers are being improved, and effective cooperation at
the school level is being maintained with other regions.
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— One of the important issues of modern Russian education is the status of teachers in the
legal field. What actions are being taken to work in this direction?

— In 2023, in connection with the Year of the Teacher and Mentor, the support of teachers has
become the most important priority of our activities. Together with colleagues from the State
Duma, the Federation Council, representatives of public associations and the professional com-
munity, we have done a lot of work and worked out solutions to consolidate the status of teachers
at the legislative level. These decisions affect the creation of comfortable working conditions for
teachers, strengthen their authority, and determine their dominant role in the formation of a sov-
ereign education system. Summing up the results of the year, I want to say that we have managed
to do alot, but, of course, there is still a lot to do. One of these issues is the documentation burden
on teachers. Since September 2022, the order of the Ministry of Education of Russia has been
in effect, according to which Teachers must prepare only five documents. It is unacceptable to
burden teachers beyond this list. Current legislation prescribes a clear framework beyond which
school administrations and other bodies do not have the right to go in terms of the burden on
teachers. And in order to avoid such situations, we are constantly conducting explanatory work
with the regions.

We strive to expand practical measures to support teachers. Today they have access to regular
free professional development, extensive opportunities to participate in professional competi-
tions and much more. The legislation of most subjects of the Russian Federation provides for
various benefits, compensation for rent (hiring) housing, including the provision of office hous-
ing, monthly monetary compensation for public transport costs, compensation for utility costs.
A unified federal system of scientific and methodological support for teaching staft and manage-
ment personnel has been formed. More than 830,000 teachers receive payments for classroom
management, including teachers from new regions. Since September 1, new qualification catego-
ries “teacher-methodologist” and “teacher-mentor” have been introduced so that everyone has
the opportunity for professional growth. According to preliminary results, in 2023, the subjects
of the Russian Federation are implementing more than 470 types of social support measures, of
which over 100 measures of encouragement and stimulation of teachers were introduced in the
Year of the teacher and mentor for the first time.
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— In February 2023 you announced the development of a draft law on teacher protection.
What legal measures are envisaged within the framework of this project and what aspects of
pedagogical activity, in your opinion, require special legislative protection?

— As one of the results of the Year of the Teacher and Mentor, the President of Russia signed
a law that provides for amendments to the Federal Law “On Education in the Russian Federa-
tion”. Thus, the rights and obligations of all participants in the educational process are equalized.
Teachers will be more protected by regulations, special commissions will be created in schools to
consider controversial issues. They will become an important element of the conflict-free envi-
ronment that we create in schools.

To speak in more detail, the document is designed to protect teachers, consolidate their right to
respect for human dignity, and regulate the observance of teachers’ labor rights. Special attention
is paid to the norms for limiting the use of electronic devices in the educational process. In the
near future, we plan to discuss all changes with the regions and make appropriate recommenda-
tions. I am sure that the continuation of this work will receive full support in society and in the
professional community.

— One of the key questions is: should a school educate students, or is it solely the task of
parents?

— Quality education is impossible without education. Therefore, at the legislative level, educa-
tion has been returned to schools, colleges, kindergartens. We are building a unified education
system at all levels. The work on education and enlightenment that is being carried out in schools
today is based on traditional Russian spiritual and moral values reflected in the National Security
Strategy, in the Foundations of state policy to preserve and strengthen traditional Russian spir-
itual and moral values, and in other strategic planning documents.

And, of course, not only teachers are involved in this work, but also the advisers of the direc-
tors on education - one of our major projects. Today, there are more than 30 thousand advisers
working in all regions of Russia. They are working on the formation of such educational entities
as, for example, school sports clubs, school theaters and other school spaces, the educational po-
tential of which is very high. The tourist and local history orientation is actively developing, part
of which is the creation of school museums and school tourist clubs. Currently, there are already
more than 36 thousand school theaters in our country. More than 22 thousand school museums
have been registered.

And, of course, the activities of the Russian Movement of Children and Youth, the Movement of
the First, allow us to look at the education system in a new way. Primary departments are being
created in educational organizations, which become the foundation of a new movement. Today
there are more than 30 thousand primary departments. More and more children participating
in the movement are involved in socially useful activities, take part in labor education, and are
implementing interesting educational initiatives.

— Another important issue is about the upbringing of adults, about giving them the knowl-
edge necessary for the upbringing of a child. Do we need parental education today and what
should it be like?

— It is important to understand that the process of raising a child takes place both in the fam-
ily and at school. In this regard, parents and teachers should become a united team advocat-
ing for the development of a harmonious personality and the inculcation of traditional spiritual
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and moral values. It seems to me the right idea to hold “Conversations about important things”
classes for the parent community, to discuss with them, among other things, issues related to the
upbringing and achievements of our country. I think parents are interested in this too. For our
part, we are already providing support to parents, answering sometimes difficult questions ques-
tions about parenting. The Ministry of Education, on the basis of the resource center of the Mos-
cow State Psychological and Pedagogical University (MGPPU), organized the work of hotlines
for psychological assistance for children and adults.

On the federal portal of pactumpereit.pd the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation,
every parent from the moment of birth of a child can receive the necessary advice on parenting.
Also, on a regular basis, the Institute for the Study of Childhood, Family and Upbringing con-
ducts All-Russian open parent online meetings, which you can join and learn something new for
yourself. And colleagues also publish a wonderful magazine “Family and School”.

That is, today a large number of tools have been created so that parents feel supported by the
education system and go toe-to-toe with us.

— At the moment, the Federal State Educational Standard of basic general Education in-
cludes the study of legal issues within the framework of the discipline “Social Studies”. Do
you think there is a need to allocate a separate (possibly optional) discipline “Law”, where the
basics of legislation would be taught to schoolchildren in direct connection with life practice?

— In 2023, the educational programs of all schools in the country will be brought into line with
the developed and approved unified federal basic general education programs. Special attention
was paid to six academic disciplines, including social studies. Social studies programs today in-
clude a comprehensive knowledge based on various areas related to the country’s state system,
financial institutions, principles of lawmaking and socially active life of society. Issues of the for-
mation and development of law, as well as current legal aspects, occupy one of the key blocks in
the secondary and high school programs.

— At due time, the place and role in the school curriculum of such subjects as “Fundamentals
of religious cultures and secular ethics”, “Fundamentals of the spiritual and moral culture
of the peoples of Russia” were widely discussed. How do you assess the state of these subject

areas today?

— A few years ago, it became a very important decision to introduce the subject “Fundamentals
of religious cultures and secular ethics” for elementary grades and “Fundamentals of the spiritual
and moral culture of the peoples of Russia” for secondary schools. Learning them, children get
acquainted with the cultural and religious traditions of the multinational people of Russia, learn
about the possibilities of a dialogue with representatives of other cultures and worldviews, get
initial ideas about traditional religions, their role in the culture, history and modernity of Russia.
In addition, teachers introduce students to the basic norms of morality and their importance in
building relationships in the family and in society. In general, these subject areas are developing
and being updated. And their development becomes a good help for studying subjects of the
middle and high school curriculum, and also helps children from a young age to take responsibil-
ity for their words, decisions made, and take care of close relatives.

— What is the current legal status of the mentoring system in Russia? How should the insti-
tute of mentoring work in the Russian education system and what measures are being taken
to implement and support it?
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— A draft federal law on mentoring is currently under development. It will become a tool for
increasing the professional prestige of mentors and respect for them, recognizing their social role
as one of the most important in the system of education and training professional personnel.
The bill will become the foundation for the development of the institute of mentoring in all re-
gions of the country. A large number of participants were involved in its development — experts
from various fields, teachers, industrialists, public figures, various profile associations. The draft
law may include, among other things, provisions on the development of the mentoring move-
ment in the country, on support for the creation of regional and local mentoring communities.
It is important that the document is comprehensive and provides mentors with real tools and
practices for effective work. Another area of work is the preparation of a professional mentor
standard. This document, among other things, will establish uniform requirements for the com-
petencies and knowledge of the mentor. It will allow you to take into account not only formal
requirements, but also skills that reflect the mentor’s ability to build the process of accompanying
young professionals and their assimilation of knowledge, experience and skills.
